If you have not turned in -
a completed dental form on your child, we are requesting one as soon as possible. If you need information on locating a dentist,

an oral health examination performed by a licensed dentist.

Also, please be aware that lllinois School Code requires all incoming kindergarten and 6th grade students for the 2009-2010
school year to submit a physical examination report prior to the first day of school. It is highly recommended that you return the 6th
grade physical to the middle school by August 4, 2009  to avoid having a class schedule withheld and the kindergarten physical to
