I have been using a program called fAPirateso for developi

vs. fAbado pirate behavior which revolve around the Gol den

adding 4 Gold Coin Rules: Wise Words, Helping Hands, Taking Turns, and Staying Safe.

All good pirates (students) are taught to use wise words as opposed to thoughtless and hurtful words, I messages
instead of you messages; use hands to be helpful instead of hurtful; take turns (and share); and how to stay safe.
Bully behavior is related to fibado pirate behavior.

Lessons have progressed monthly from introducing the 4 Gold Coin Rules and how that is related to school/social
behavior to getting to know yourself, positive qualities, using positive self-talk, to getting to know and accept others
and differences, affirming that diversity is positive , helpful vs. unhelpful ways of being friends, exploring emotions,
expressing emotions appropriately, to introducing and practicing assertive strategies for responding to bullies through
activities and role-play. Forgiveness and apologizing is also part of the program. Relaxation strategies are also taught

and practiced in fun ways.

I n addition to the pirate program, I have utilized the
pirate program and further help in the understanding of the concepts taught. Watch the movie some time with your

kids. You may be surprised at the new understanding they have gained!

In addition, I have taught the students not to show 3 feelings to bullies. They are anger, fear, and sadness. This is a

concept also brought to light in the movie.
